What is chromatography?
(The separation of different parts of a mixture)

(In general, darker colours like brown and black work the best because they are a mixture of lots of different
coloured inks)

Why do the colours separate out?
(Dark coloured inks are made from a mix of different colours, and each colour is made up of a different size and

shape of molecule. When the paper gets wet, the water travels up the paper and pulls the different coloured
